The finalists were chosen based on miniature submissions (420mm x 960mm) of their intended mural painting and which depicts their interpretation of the poem “Fire and Life” by Cindy Bennett. 
Our overseas finalist’s coming from the USA is artist Jose Loza. Marc Spijkerbosch, winner of the 2008 Mural Fest Judges Choice Award returns to us from Rotorua, New Zealand to defend his title.  Local artists have also made it into the frame, with John Eathorne, Gillian Robnik Winner of the 2007 Mural Fest, Pat Kirkcaldy (2008 Finalist), Jeanette Edwards & Nadia Mitchell, Cheryl Sims will be leading the Lighthouse Project Team and Andrew & Caroline Kruger 2007 & 08 Finalists winning both the Visitors Choice & People’s Choice award for 2007, all representing Tasmania in the mural paint-off during Easter 2009. Paul Scott, Kerry & Malcolm Nicholson will be making sure that WA, Victoria and Queensland get a crack at the top mural award too as they also have been chosen for the final round.
